Subject: Clarification for need of issuance of Import Permit for plants and plant
products —regarding.

With reference to revision of Plant Quarantine (Regulation of Import into India)
Order, 2003 with Sixth Amendment of 2016, vide S.0.2453 (E), dated 5th July, 2016, it is
clarified that the requirement of Import Permit (IP) has been dispensed with for import of
plants and plant products for purpose of consumption, processing, sowing, planting or
propagation mentioned in Schedule-VI of Plant Quarantine (Regulation of Import into
India) Order, 2003.

However, IP is necessary for import of soil, growing media, peat, sphagnum
moss, live insects, other arthropods, nematodes, microbial cultures including algae, bio-

control agents, germplasm, transgenics and Genetically Modified Organisms (GMO’s).

Quarantine (Regulation of Import into India) Ord2003, namely:-

1. Short title and Commencement.- (1) This Order may be called the Plant QuarantiRegulation of Import into
India) (Sixth Amendment) Order, 2016.
(2) It shall come into force on the date of its ldtion in the Official
Gazette.

2. In Chapter Il of Plant Quarantine (Regulatidimport into India) Order, 2003, the existing rees relating to clause
3 (1, 2, 4, 6, 9,3hall be replaced with the following entries, name

‘3. Import of plants, plant products etc.

(1) No plants, plant products and other regulatéidles (hereinafter referred to as ‘consignmestiall be imported into
India without complying the phytosanitary conditostipulated under this Order. The order shall lagumport of all
plants, plant products and other articles including not limited to seeds/grains, pods, nuts, $ruitulbs, tubers,
corms/cormlets, rhizomes, suckers, cuttings, grafplings, bud woods, roots, rootstock, flowed]ems, dry plant
materials, timber, wood, logs, tissue culture gasbil, earth, clay, sand, peat/moss, live inseuisrobial culture, bio-
control agents, transgenic plants and geneticadiglified organisms etc.,

(2) No categories of plants/plant products in respé the plant species or variety mentioned ineSicie-1V shall be
allowed to be imported into India from the courgrieentioned against each in column (4) of the Saltedule.

(3) This Clause shall be omitted.

(4) Import of consignments of seeds of coarse tgrealses, oil seeds and fodder seeds and samkstatterial of fruit
plant species for propagation shall only be pesditiased on the recommendations of EXIM Committdeepartment of
Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers Welfare (DAC&FWExcept the trial material of the same as spetifieSchedule-
XII of Plant Quarantine Order.

(5) This Clause shall be omitted.

(6) No consignment of regulated articles as reteweder Clauses 4, 6 and 7 shall be allowed foromnpunless
accompanied with an import permit issued by théenitly as specified under Schedule X.

(9) The import permit issued shall be valid faelve months from the date of issue and valid foitiple port access
and multiple part shipments in accordance with €4a8(14) (i) provided the exporter, importer andrioy of origin are
the same for the entire consignment. The issuirigoaitly may, on request, extend the period of \ilifor a further
period of twelve months after charging Rs. 5006vted such request for extension of validity isdedo the issuing
authority before the expiry of the permit with adatg reasons to be recorded in writing. In cassuppression of the
facts or any material information, issue of impmetmit is liable to be cancelled or withdrawn.

(11) This Clause shall be omitted

3. In Chapter Il of Plant Quarantine (Regulatiddmport into India) Order, 2003, the existingrégs relating to clause
4 shall be replaced with the following entries, name

‘4. Import of soil, growing media, etc. - No impat soil, growing media (with soil, peat or otheganic materials),
sand and peat or sphagnum moss, similar materiaktome shall be permitted except under the foligwéonditions,
namely:-
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i. The consignments of soil in any form for resegpahpose; sand, similar material and stone for itréaisand
non-agriculture purpose; growing media (with spgat or other organic materials), peat or sphagmass for
horticultural purposes, may be permitted throughcjed air or sea ports or land customs station.

“Provided an import permit shall be required fonsignment of soil in any form for research purpagewing
media (with soil, peat or other organic materigi®at or sphagnum moss for horticultural purposes”

ii. The application or online application for the pasp referred to in (i) above shall be made to ®wsiihg
Authority as listed in Schedule-X, at least 10 diayadvance, in PQ Form 06.
